1. Introduction

The chapter should be prepared according to these Guidelines and should be delivered to mazupress@mazupress.com ( as soon as possible ( indicating "ESACH Book 2020" in the subject line.
The page limit recommended is twenty pages. Please respect these guidelines fully, so that your chapter will be accepted.

Once the submitted chapter is confirmed for publishing (answer of the Scientific Commission will take no longer than 10 working days), each author should subscribe (at least) one book for the cost price of 15€ (plus delivery costs: Portugal 4€, rest of Europe 9€; outside Europe 16€). 
Market price of the book will be 20€. 
The printed book will be sent to each author by November 15, 2020, as well as one digital copy allowing the online allocation of the book wherever their authors intend to.
Please note that the deadline for the submission is July 27, 2020. If you need more time, please send the draft version prior this date.
2. Guidelines for papers/chapters

2.1. First Page

Papers will be written in English.

The Title should have a maximum of 100 characters, without any abbreviations. 
The Abstract should have no more than 200 words. Three to six keywords) should be given after the Abstract.  

2.2. Fonts and format to be used

The fonts, sizes and spacing should be used as they are in this document, i.e. you should use this document as a template (and write on it).
All text, figures and tables should be maximum 120 mm wide. Figures should have good resolution and be black and white.
The page numbering will be added later by the Publisher. 

2.2.1. Body Text

There should be no hyphenation (cutting words) and the text should be justified only.

2.2.2. Captions and Lettering in Figures and Tables

The captions of figures and tables should be written in Arial italic 10 pt. Lettering used in figures and tables should be large enough to be readable at reduced size, i.e. characters should not be smaller than Arial 9 pt. 
2.3. Graphics (Drawings and Photographs) and Tables
Create graphs and line drawings electronically, and insert them electronically into the finished document. Photographs should also be inserted electronically into the document.

All figures and tables must be inserted near the location where they are first described. Provide a Fig. number and caption below each figure or photograph and a Table number and caption above each table. 

The resolution should be 150x150 dpi (dots per inch) for photographs and 300x300 dpi for drawings.

Tables should have borders top and bottom and under headings, but not vertical borders.

2.4. Equations
Insert all equations using the equation editor (integrated in Microsoft Word), as text if possible, or as an image. Equations should be referenced with a number shown in brackets, ( ), to the right of each equation. Here is an example:

2.5. Footnotes
Footnotes should not be used.

2.6. Units
Use SI units exclusively. Decimal location should be indicated by a point “.” and not by a comma “,”, as per ISO standards.

3. Conclusions and Acknowledgements
The paper should finish with conclusions and final comments. Acknowledgements should follow the conclusions if necessary.

4. References
References should be indicated in the text using the name/date system. 
Citations in the text should appear in chronological, then alphabetical order – e.g. (Smith 1985, Jones and Redman 1987, Other et al. 2000). Listed references should be complete in all details. References in the References section should be listed alphabetically, then chronologically, with issue numbers and full page ranges where appropriate. The titles of books, journals and proceedings should be in italics. Titles should be as shown below.
